A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COUNCIL OF 
THE CITY OF DORAL, FLORIDA, APPROVING THE 
VOLUNTARY COOPERATION MUTUAL AID AGREEMENT 
BETWEEN PARTICIPATING AGENCIES AND THE FLORIDA 
DEPARTMENT OF LAW ENFORCEMENT TO FORM A SOUTH 
FLORIDA CHILD ABDUCTION RESPONSE TEAM (CART) FOR A 
MULTI-JURISDICTIONAL EFFORT TO RESCUE ABDUCTED 
CHILDREN; PROVIDING FOR IMPLEMENTATION; AND 
PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE 

 
WHEREAS, law enforcement agencies have joined together in a multi-

jurisdictional effort to rescue abducted children and under appropriate circumstances 

allocate their resources to missing/endangered children cases; and 

WHEREAS, the goal is to provide a pool of specialized investigators to focus 

dedicated and intensive investigative, preventive, and general law enforcement efforts 

primarily with regard to abducted children; and 

WHEREAS, to provide voluntary cooperation, each of the CART agencies hereby 

approves and enters into this agreement whereby each of the agencies may request 

and render law enforcement assistance to the other in dealing with any violations of 

Florida Statues including, but not limited to, the arrest and criminal prosecution of those 

involved in child kidnapping, abduction, false imprisonment and similar or related 

crimes; and 

WHEREAS, the Doral Police Department (DPD) will benefit greatly from being a 

part of this team.  This program has established standard models for law enforcement 

response to child abductions and there are currently 300 teams nationwide representing 

45 states that will increase interagency cooperation and provide a unified response to 

a missing child and/or abduction incident; and

WHEREAS, the FDLE will be our lead agency along with tri-county area 

investigators that will respond in the event of a child abduction.  When every second 

counts and resources are crucial, being a part of this team will activate and provide the 

City of Doral with additional resources to include experienced investigators that will all 

work together to develop strategies and gather the appropriate resources to accomplish 

the same goal, to recover the missing, exploited or abducted child; and 

  WHEREAS, Staff has recommended that the City Council approve the Mutual Aid 

Agreement between the Participating Agencies and the Florida Department of Law 

Enforcement to form a South Florida Child Abduction Response Team (CART) in an 

effort to rescue abducted children.    

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL 

OF THE CITY OF DORAL AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1.  Recitals. The above recitals are confirmed, adopted, and 

incorporated herein and made a part hereof by this reference.  

Section 2.  Approval. The Voluntary Cooperation Mutual Aid Agreement 

between the Participating Agencies and the Florida Department of Law Enforcement to 

form a South Florida Child Abduction Response Team (CART), attached hereto as 

Exhibit “A”, which is incorporated herein and made a part hereof by this reference, is 

hereby approved.  The City Manager is hereby authorized to execute the Mutual Aid 

Agreement on behalf of the City subject to approval as to form and legal sufficiency by 

the City Attorney.
