WHEREAS, in response to RFQ #2017-21 the Mayor and City-Council members 

awarded the ten (10) highest ranked firms for the provision of Professional General 

Engineering and Architectural Services; and  

WHEREAS, the current contracts for the ten firms expire in the first quarter of 

2021; and  

WHEREAS, the City advertised RFQ 2020-22, and due to a bid protest, there will 

not be sufficient time to award the next cycle of contracts before the existing contracts 

expire; and  

WHEREAS, in order to not leave a gap in professional services while negotiations 

are on-going, staff respectfully recommends that the City Council authorize the City 

Manager to extend the existing contracts on a month to month basis for a period of no 

more than three (3) months.
