This Fall, Downtown Doral Park, Doral Meadow Park &
Morgan Levy Park playgrounds received a much-need-
ed replacement of the playground surfacing and was
completed on time and within budget.

One of the most utilized amenities in our park system
is our playgrounds. Children of various ages enjoy the
ability to climb, jump, slide, and swing in them while
they play with their family and friends.

Continuous maintenance and renovations are the key
to ensuring that the play never stops. The project sites
were completed one at a time in order to avoid having
to close multiple playgrounds at the same time for an
extended period of time. The project commenced on
June 14, 2021 with the first site being Doral Meadow
Park and concluded on September 23, 2021 with the
last site being Downtown Doral Park.

One fish, Two fish

Doral Glades Park was stocked with fish! Yes, you read
correctly.

Did you know that lakes are a living ecosystem in which
all components are interrelated? Establishing and main-
taining a sustainable fish population is a mjaor goal in
healthy lake management. In partnership with the Flori-
da Fish and Wildlife, Doral Glades Park is now home to
an additional 6,000 fish. The fish species provided were
bluegill and red ear sunfish. Because of this partner-
ship, this service was completed at no cost to the City.

Fishing is allowed at the park and because of this thriv-
ing ecosystem, catch and release mandates are not
necessary.
