address any foreseeable routine or emergency situation; and
WHEREAS, Staff respectfully requests that the City Council authorize the City
Manager to renew the Law Enforcement Mutual Aid Agreement for Voluntary Cooperation
and Operational Assistance with the Miami-Dade Police Department for the provision of
police services as stated in the above “whereas” clause.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF DORAL AS FOLLOWS:
Section 1. The City Council of the City of Doral hereby authorizes the City
Manager to renew the Law Enforcement Mutual Aid Agreement for Voluntary Cooperation

and Operational Assistance with the Miami-Dade Police Department for the provision of

police services as stated in the above “whereas” clause.
