This Letter to Council (LTC) is to inform the Mayor and City Councilmembers about the
scheduled City coordinated cultural events taking place until the end of the 2023-2024 fiscal
year (September 2024).

The Interactive Art Classes, hosted on the last Friday of the
month, allow children ages 6-14 years old the opportunity to develop their artistic skills and try
working with new art mediums all while socializing with each other in a fun and creative
environment. Finally, our newest monthly program, Cultural Nights, hosted on the last
Thursday of the month, enrich cultural identity through music and performance, and create
memorable experiences that resonate with individuals of all ages. In addition to these monthly
programs, the department are also hosting various workshops and classes for all ages and
abilities. Examples previously held include: Poetry Workshop and Open Mic night, Painting class
with Miami International Fine Arts (MIFA), Teen art workshop, Short Film Festival, monthly
Spanish Storytimes as well as a Special Needs Art class.



In addition to the cultural events and activities, we continue to plan art exhibits to serve as a
platform to showcase the artistic contributions of Doral residents and local artists, embodying
the essence of our city and the various cultures that make up our community and South
Florida.

By providing a diverse array of engaging experiences, our goal is to inspire creativity, foster
inclusivity, and strengthen the bonds that unite Doral as a community.
